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While the total of all single family homes sold in 
NH in 2007 declined by 10.3%, according to the 
NH Association of Realtors, total new housing 
permits declined by 20%. 
 
In fact new housing has been declining in NH 
since 2004 well ahead of the recent national de-
cline in the housing market. 
 
2004 – 2005: Total permits declined by 9% 
2005 – 2006: Total permits declined by 26.% 
2006 – 2007: Total permits declined by 20% 
 
According to NAHB Economics Department NH 
can expect total new housing permits in 2008 to 
decline another 9.45 % from the total in 2007. 
Then, 2009 should see an increase of 14.63% in 
permits over 2008.

The association started this session by identifying over 65 bills in this session 
that could impact the industry.  We will have testimony delivered by members or 
staff on many of the bills.  And, we will be asking for members to contact legisla-
tors at various times throughout the next several months.

TOP TIER BILLS THAT THE NH HOME BUILDERS & REMODELE RS ASSO-
CIATION IS ACTIVELY ENGAGED ON:  
  

Comprehensive Shoreland Protection Act (CSPA)  is taking much our time 
and resources with several members attending hearings at both the legislature and 
at JLCAR (Joint Legislative Committee on Administrative Rules) and doing a 
great deal of homework. The issue has to do with vesting rights relative to recent 
changes in the law as well as the effective date of implementation.  
 

The HBRANH is disagreeing with DES on several interpretations of the law and 
we will be arguing before the legislature shortly. 
 

The new law becomes “effective” on April 1st.  There is legislation pending to 
change that effective date to either July 1st or October 1st, July 1st being the more 
likely outcome.  But, that law cannot be passed before mid-April due to the way 
the legislative calendar works.  That means that in any case, their will be an in-
terim of about 2 weeks in April where the new law will be in effect.  After we 
applied some pressure, the DES Commissioner agreed not to require permits for 
that two week period until we know if the April 1 date will stand or be amended.  
 

The DES also is working the rules that we are interceding on as well. 
 

Looking forward, one the main issues to be aware of is the desire of DES to ex-
pand the reach of the CSPA to smaller streams.  There was an effort in the last 
legislative session to do that and we were able to buy some time.  However, the 
issue will return. 

 

We are still dealing with workers compensation issues and follow up to recently 
adopted laws.  There may be a new commission set up to further study classifica-
tions of workers and we are confident that the HBRANH will have a seat at the 
table. 

 

There is a modular dealer/builder bill that was making its way through the 
House.  It was expected to pass but was derailed by excellent testimony by our 
lobbyist.  There were numerous problems with the bill and the House ED&A 
Committee voted to send it to study for later this year. The HBRANH will par-
ticipate in the study committee’s meetings. 

 

Our Growth Management Ordinance (GMO) bill has been watered down but 
still would present progress for our industry.  It is currently in the Senate. If 
passed, the bill would hold towns accountable for limiting building permits. 

 

A wetlands bill that would create a 75’ setback from all wetlands is going to a 
study committee where we will attempt to kill it. 
 

The HBRANH has been named to a commission to study issues relating to 
Stormwater.  The bill has passed the House and is currently in the Senate. 

 

The State Fire Code (NFPA 101) will be updated shortly and the State Fire Mar-
shall will be including mandated fire sprinklers in residences. The Fire Marshall 
knows we will oppose this at public hearings in the department and the Joint Leg-
islative Committee on Administrative Rules (JLCAR) hearings. 
 

The association has been named to a new Economic Advisory Council that 
will assist the NH Deparment of Resources and Economic Development in es-
tablishing goals, measurements, and strategic planning efforts related to 
economic development.  The bill has passed the Senate and now goes to the 
House.��
